The prophets of the Old Testament were not fortune tellers, but men of God who proclaimed God’s

truth to those who would rather not hear it. Today we read about the first two great prophets: Elijah

and Elisha. Elishsa is chosen by God to succeed Elijah and he simply wants to go home and say goodbye

to his family. But Elijah insists that he drop everything and follow him immediately. This seems to make

no sense to me. Its rude to his family and disrespectful. But prophets love symbolic actions and that is

what this is. For the prophet, nothing can come before his vocation to serve God, not even family.  It is

very hard to see what relevance this passage would have for us. God certainly has no desire for you to

turn your back on your family, does He? That depends. If you grow up in a family that encourages greed

or bigotry or grudges, then you do have a responsibility to be different. The call to follow God’s voice is

more important  than our family if our family is blind to certain values.  Let me give you an example. My

father’s mother (my grandmother) was an Irish Catholic woman who had little use for anyone who

wasn’t Irish or Catholic. One day when I was a little kid I overheard her saying bad things about a certain

ethnic group. My mom took me aside and told me that Grandma was raised that way but we were never

to treat anyone without respect. It did not mean that I stopped loving my grandma, but it did mean that

I had to listen to a “higher voice”.

Second,

freedom was made for love. Its great to be free, but we can’t waste our freedom on selfishness and

stupidity.  So, this summer, be free. Free to enjoy friends and family, but not free to act like an idiot.

I know its summer vacation, but let’s learn a new vocab word: tribalism. Tribalism is when a person or

group of people thinks only in terms of what benefits their  group or tribe. It’s a rather closed- minded

way to live in the world.

Today we see an example of it in the Gospel. Jesus is travelling through Samaria but the people will not

welcome him into their villages because he is on his way to Jerusalem. Samaritans worshipped at a

different Temple on Mt. Gerizim and held the Temple in Jersualem in contempt. So Jesus is unwelcome.

But the disciples of Jesus are just as bad. They want to “call down fire from heaven” on the Samaritans.

Jesus tells them to stop.

As I type these words, the world is engaged in watching the World Cup in South Africa. The world can

use this opportunity to help overcome their tribalism. When we recognize that all the men on the field (or

as they call it, the “pitch”) have the same hopes and dreams, share the same humanity, it can help shrink

the world and let is see our common brotherhood (and sisterhood).
