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“SOMETHING PATRICK-AL                    ”
“I KNOW THAT VOICE ....”

August, 1971 .... Three months ordained, I shared a Marriage Encounter weekend with another priest.
Among three couples leading that grace-filled experience, “Mary and Bob”. There was something about
Bob’s voice and diction; I kept thinking, “I know that voice!”, and soon realized that “Bob” was Bob Sheppard,
“voice” of Yankee Stadium since 1951.

Our paths crossed periodically over the years. When planning John Paul II’s Mass at Yankee Stadium
during his first Papal visit to the United States [1979], someone said, “Lectors ... How about Bob Sheppard?”
As I recall, actress Helen Hayes was a Lector at that Liturgy. But facetiously, imagine hearing Bob’s voice
that night, so clearly announcing: “Ladies and gentlemen. .. Now leading off ... between the pitcher’s mound and
second base .... Pope John Paul II!”

Ten years later, I became Pastor at Saint Christopher’s. Bob and Mary, long-time Baldwin parishioners,
were frequent lectors at Sunday and weekday Masses; Mary is also a Eucharistic Minister. It was wonderful
renewing the friendship. How I enjoyed Bob’s privately circulated poems about Zacchaeus, ten lepers,
other topics. During “Y” week [“Y” for Yankees, among other things] in the parish school Kindergarten,
octogenarian Bob Sheppard always stopped by; he enjoyed the visit even more than the children did!
And then, September 11 ..... A few days later, fire-fighters planned a Memorial Service for New York’s
Bravest lost that day who lived in Nassau, as well as Nassau volunteer fire-fighters, employed in the
Twin Towers, who were killed there. The Baldwin Fire Department co-ordinated the Service, held at
Saint Christopher’s Church. Nassau fire chaplains of various faiths were to read from Scripture, or lead
in prayer. Instead of a sermon, and remarks from public officials, each ftreftghter’s name and town
would be read. Literally minutes into the planning, someone asked me, “Do you think Bob Sheppard would
read the names?” A phone call later, Bob’s immediate response, “I would be honored”. Naturally, Bob was
very anxious to have and review beforehand each name’s correct pronunciation - meticulously compiled
over the next days.

What a privilege to sit with Bob in his home, a few hours before the Service, hearing him so carefully
sound each fire-fighter’s name and town. Before long, Bob’s voice began faltering [his wasn’t the only
one!]. That evening though, Bob’s resonant voice so clearly spoke those names and towns-with a prayerful,
reverent, and sorrow-filled tone that I will never forget. Leaving Church, one firefighter said to me,
“Wow! Bob Sheppard read the names! Thanks so much! I heard his voice at the Stadium a few weeks ago.” What a
privilege to tell him that Mary and Bob were parishioners at Saint Christopher’s.

Whoever was lector, deacon, or celebrant at Mass, I can still see Bob listening so intently, smiling as
Biblical names and words were correctly pronounced - and wincing just a bit when they got garbled.
How he loved tongue-twisters like Nebuchadnezzar, Eleazer, Obadiah, Abednego,Onesimus, Pentecost
“Elamites and Mesopotamians”, and Jesus’ jaw-breaker genealogy [Matt. 1: 1 - 16], read on the Feast of the
Birth of Mary [Sept. 8], and an Advent weekday shortly before Christmas.

Lots of people, especially Yankee players, loved to imitate Bob’s voice, so clearly saying “Mickey Mantle”,
“Hideki Matsui”, “Derek Jeeter”, lots of others. How careful Bob also was about the names of visiting team
members, football Giants, and St. John’s University “Redmen” .

“I know that voice ....” Bob Sheppard’s cry of joy two weeks ago, I pray, seeing the Lord in glory. “I know
that voice!” - God’s greeting, I pray, to Bob Sheppard- who so loved the power of God’s Word, who
proclaimed it with such conviction and clarity, and who lived it in such a faith-filled and un-assummg
way.

We are usually taught that God is all powerful and all loving. But you don’t have to be Einstein to see

the problem with this. If God is all powerful and all loving, why is there so much evil in the world? Why do

so many bad things happen to good people? These questions have no easy answer. We can believe that

in the end God’s love will triumph over all evil and suffering, but here on earth we are often left

wondering when bad things happen to good people. The Bible presents us with the story of a people

trying to figure out just what this God in heaven is really all about. Sometimes the Bible gives us the

questions more than it does the answers. In the first reading today, Abraham wants answers from

God. The “God” in the story is like a character in a drama. He is infuriated by the sins of the people of

Sodom and Gomorrah and is about to wipe out the two cities. But Abraham sees the problem with this.

What kind of God will punish the good with the wicked? And so Abraham in typical mideastern custom

begins to bargain with God in order to save the two towns. He talks God into being merciful. In real life,

I’m not sure that we can actually “change God’s mind”. The point is that our understanding of God

must continue to grow beyond the character that we have created. God does not seem to directly

intervene to punish the guilty. (One foolish minister blamed the 9-11 attacks on the sins of America

such as abortion and pornography). God has left us with a tremendous amount of freedom. It is only in

the end that God’s judgement will prevail.

St. Paul lived about 1800 years after Abraham. His understanding of God had grown and developed

within the Jewish tradition but then was drastically changed when he met the risen Lord. Paul’s original

image of God was not like Abraham’s- God was not someone to be bargained with. No, for Paul, God was

someone to be obeyed. God was primarily a judge and his law was the sign of faith. But, after becoming

a Christian, Paul saw that God was not so much about law as about grace. Grace is the free, generous

gift of God’s forgiving love . It does not demand obedience to law as much as it demands a heart given

in love. It is both more difficult and easier. It demands more and returns more. In today’s reading, Paul

describes faith as a form of resurrection. Our notion God as only judge must be “nailed to a cross” so

that we may be free to love.

The Gospel tells us some really important things about Jesus’s understanding of God. First, we are

free to call God “Abba” or Dad or father. Jesus thinks of God in the most intimate terms and tells us

to do so as well. As a Father, God first and foremost loves us as a parent loves a child- unconditionally.

Children do not need to earn the love of their parents – it comes as a gift. As a father, God desires

what is truly best for you. So Jesus tells a little story to make his point: if a child asks a father for a

fish, he does not give him a serpent; or if he wants an egg, he does hand him a scorpion. No, at the

heart of the mystery of God is Love and God is on our side, madly in love with his creatures. Therefore,

we must never give up in our relationship with God even when it seems like God is silent or absent.

Prayer is the lifeblood of that relationship. Talking with God, meditating on the gospels, reflecting on our

lives, examining our conscience, celebrating the eucharist- these are the ways in which we continue to

grow in faith. Sometimes, it is not easy and we may feel like we are talking to ourselves. But usually,

God’s “silence” and God’s “absence” is just the beginning of a new and better way of connecting to God.

Anything worthwhile in life demands persistence: faith and prayer are no different.
